This week marks the end of my first official term as Principal and it couldn’t have ended on a more positive and successful note.  I want to 
thank you all for your ongoing support and engagement.  Together we can have an even greater impact on the success of our learners.

It was great to see so many of you at the Matariki Extravaganza on 28th June.  I am sure you will all agree it was a great show!  I don’t 
remember a time when the hall was packed to over flowing.  Thank you to those parents who stayed outside and watched through the 
window or from the foyer.  I know your children will have appreciated your support – I know the staff did.  Our next whole school 
performance will be in term 4 – but this will be a video, so you will all be able to come and watch.  It was great to see so many awesome 
videos and photos shared on the Facebook page.  Thank you for all the amazing comments.  Thank you to everyone who ordered Hangi, the 
profit will be used to purchase new uniforms for Kapa haka.  Many thanks to all the people who donated vegetables and meat, we certainly 
had enough for the three UFO cookers we were able to borrow.  We will definitely be doing another Hangi as the feedback has been really 
positive.   

Reports will be coming home this Friday.  Please make some time to sit down with your child and talk to them about their strengths and 
areas needing support.  If there are any parts of your child’s report you don’t understand, please contact their teacher in the first instance. 

Celebrating learning is priority for us, especially in a year when we are prioritising ‘learning focussed relationships’ between home and school. 
These past few weeks I have been busy seeing the wonderful work our students are doing.  My goal is to send a message to every family in 
the school over the year.  So far I have sent 54 messages celebrating the learning of 54 fabulous students.  I hope to get over the 100 mark 
by week 3 next term. 

Immunisation.  With measles so prevalent in West Auckland we ask that you keep your child’s vaccinations up-to-date.  If you are unsure 
if your child has had their appropriate immunisation shots, make contact with your GP for confirmation.  It is a sobering thought that 
measles is a disease that is preventable and was almost eradicated a few decades ago. 

Parent Interviews will be held on Wednesday 7 August starting at 2:30pm (School will close at 1:30pm) and Thursday 8 August 
starting at 3:30pm.  In term 1 our goal was 80% of parents attending (which we were close to meeting).  This time our goal is 90% 
attendance.

It is with sadness that we will be farewelling our amazing receptionist Carol on Friday 2 August.  Carol has been an integral part of the 
LHS whanau for 20 years.  I am sure you will join me in wishing her well in her next adventure.  With farewells come welcomes and I am 
excited to announce that Natasha McLachlan will be joining our admin team from the start of next term.  Natasha has been 
working with us as a teacher aide, but brings a wealth of skills and tonnes of enthusiasm to the role of Receptionist.  While she has big 
shoes to fill, I know you will be supportive of her as she learns the ropes and makes the front desk her own. 

There has been good progress regarding the shade structure, with the Ministry of Education agreeing that we can demolish and 
rebuild.  While this is going to have some costs for the school, it is by far the best outcome in the long run.  We have missed our ‘all 
weather’ space and the option of holding whole school events outside.  The proposed plan is for a more robust design that will out-last and 
survive any storm.  It is hoped works might get underway late this year. 

Our amazing PTA will be working with school next term to raise funds for our Bike track with a math-athon.  This will be one of our 
biggest fundraisers for the year and we are hoping to once again raise more than $10 000.  We are very excited about getting a bike track 
for our students and the community to use so please support this worthwhile cause.
